Wacky Weekdays
Animal Week-Amphibians/Reptiles
Overview: Amphibians and reptiles have many common species in our area and surrounding environment.  These projects are a just a few simple ways to portray a couple of these species.
Activities: Cardboard Crocodile
Time: 45 minutes
Objective: Show the youth how to use simplistic house hold objects, such as cardboard and egg cartons, and create an animal art project from them.
Skills: Decision making, Fine motor skills
Procedure:
1. Cut one of the egg cartons in half

2. Paint all the other parts green
3. Arrange all the parts
4. Make the necessary holes and fix the parts with strings together except the head.
5. Fold and cut the feet out, then glue them on
6. Draw the jaws on the white cardboard and cut it out.
7. Glue the jaws into the head
Reflection:

1. Do you know the difference between a crocodile and an alligator?
2. What parts of the world are crocodiles found?

Activities: Frog Pouch
Time: 20 minutes
Objective: The youth can use something as simple as paper plates and construction paper to make a useful pouch for everyday papers and objects.
Skills: Decision Making, Planning & Organizing
Procedure:
1. Cut one of the plates in half and staple it to the whole plate to form a pouch
2. Paint your paper plates green
3. Color and cut out template pieces for the face
4. Glue on template pieces
5. Curl tongue piece with a pencil
Reflection:

1. Do you see frogs any other color than green?
2. What type of habitat do frogs live in?

The youth can use very basic items from home and make different types of art projects to portray reptiles and amphibians.
