Animals-Craft Animals

Overview: Lady Bugs are a very common species of insect found in our environment.  Lions are known as the “king of the jungle” and are very important to the jungle.
Activity: Lion Mask
Time: 45 minutes
Objective: The youth will design a lion face by using different types of craft materials.
Skills: Decision Making, Planning & Organizing
Procedure: 
1. Place paper plate on youth’s face, and lightly mark with a pencil where the eyes are going to be

2. Cut out the holes where the eyes will be

3. Using crayons or markers, color the mask the color you would like your lion to be

4. Using brown construction paper cut out ears, a nose and eye brows and using red construction paper, cut out a mouth also.

5. Cutting pipe cleaners to the appropriate lengths, use the pipe cleaners as whiskers by gluing them on

6. Cut pieces of yarn about 2 inches long to make the lion’s mane

7. Glue these all around the head of the lion using thick craft glue

8. Using a hole punch, punch a hole on both sides of the mask and strap the mask to the youth’s face by using yarn tied to each hole

1. What other types of animal faces could you make?

2. What type of animal is a lion?

Activity: Paper Plate Lady Bugs
Time: 25 minutes
Objective: 
Skills: 

Procedure: 
1. Each youth should have two paper plates
2. Cut one play in half completely
3. Paint the bottom side of the “whole” plate black

4. Paint the bottom sides of the “2-piece” plate red

5. Allow both plates to dry completely

6. Cut out small black pieces of paper to be the spots on the wings

7. Glue the black pieces onto the red plate

8. Glue the tips of the red plates together, with the plates slightly spread apart at the other end to serve as the lady bug sings

9. Glue the “wings” to the black plate on the ridge of the plate

10. Glue two googley eyes on and a pink or red piece of yarn of pipe cleaner to serve as the mouth
Reflection:
1. What type of animal is a lady bug?

2. Where can lady bugs be found?

3. How are lady bugs helpful to our environment?
