Wacky Weekdays – Cultures of the World 
BACKGROUND 
The youth will be learn about Native Americans and the desert  
WHAT TO DO 
Jute Baskets
1. Give each youth a plastic form
2. Cut a 4 yard piece of jute and give to each youth
3. Give each youth 6 beads
4. Tie one end of the jute onto the bottom of one of the posts on the plastic form
5. Weave in and out until you have covered the whole plastic form up to the top.  
6. Along the way, youth may string in the six beads at whatever location they desire
7. To finish, tuck the jute end in behind the existing woven jute
8. Paint the top of the plastic form if you wish
Jute Cactus
1. Give each youth a plastic pot
2. Measure and cut 5 yard lengths from jute

3. Place soil pellets in a large bowl and ass 17 ox of water.  

4. Let stand for 30 minutes.  The pellets will expand into the soil

5. Apply a generous line of glue just below the top rim of the pot.  

6. Take one end of the jute and press it firmly in place over the glue line.  Do not cut the jute. It will be one continuous length

7. Keep applying glue and keep encircling the jute until the bottom of the pot is covered.

8. Trim the jute ends even with the bottom of the pot.  Unravel jute ends to fray

9. Fill the pots with cactus soil

10. Plant seeds

11. Add water and cover with saran wrap

12. Place pot in a warm sunny location.  

13. Remove the saran wrap when the sprouts are ½ inch high

Trail Mix
1. Set out a variety of snack foods: variety peanuts, raisins, cheerios, Craisins, Pretzels and cheese it crackers
2. Give each youth a quart size zip lock bag
3. Have the youth go through and put a couple of scoops of the snack foods into their plastic bag
4. Enjoy!
