Blast off to Space – Sugar moon Drops and Critter Constellations
BACKGROUND 
The Moon is the only natural satellite of the Earth, and the fifth largest satellite in the Solar System. It is the largest natural satellite of a planet in the Solar System relative to the size of its primary, having a quarter the diameter of Earth and 1⁄81 its mass.synchronous rotation It is in  with Earth, always showing the same face; the near side is marked with dark volcanic maria among the bright ancient crustal highlands and prominent impact craters. It is the brightest object in the sky after the Sun, although its surface is actually very dark, with a similar reflectance to coal.  The Moon's current orbital distance, about thirty times the diameter of the Earth, causes it to appear almost the same size in the sky as the Sun, allowing it to cover the Sun nearly precisely in total solar eclipses.

In modern astronomy, a constellation is an internationally defined area of the celestial sphere. These areas are grouped around asterisms, patterns formed by prominent stars within apparent proximity to one another on Earth's night sky.  There are 88 standard constellations
WHAT TO DO 
Sugar Moon Drops
1. Give each youth a black piece of construction paper
2. Have the youth draw a circle on their paper with a white crayon.  The circle can be any size
3. Take the white crayon and draw lines or shapes on the moon.  Also draw stars or other objects around the moon
4. Take glue and paint it on the picture where you want the sugar to cover

5. Sprinkle sugar over the glue

6. Shake off any excess sugar into a garbage
Critter Constellations
1. Give each youth a white piece of construction paper and a white crayon

2. Have the youth draw a picture on the paper 

3. Give each youth a paintbrush and a tray of watercolors

4. Dip the paintbrush into the water cup and then into the paint and then paint over the white crayon.
