Wacky Weekdays
Catch A Fish-Coffee Filter Fish & Fish Soap

Overview: Fish are a very common species of animal found in our area.  There are many different kinds of fish and they can be depicted throughout various craft projects.
Activity: Coffee Filter Fish
Time: 30 minutes
Objective: Youth will create an art project that involves a water reaction with markers and a coffee filter. 
Skills: Applying Technology & Science, Decision Making
Procedure: 
1. Flatten out coffee filter on a plate

2. Color roughly with various colors of markers

3. Wet coffee filter using a squirt bottle

4. Using a blow dryer, dry the filter 

5. Once dry, cut out a fish shape from the coffee filter

6. Glue on googley eyes and any other embellishments

Reflection:
1. What kind of fish have you seen that look as colorful as this one?

2. What happened to the marker colors once the water was sprayed on it?

Activity: Fish Soap
Time: 45 minutes
Objective: 
Skills: Applying Technology & Science, Healthy Life Choices
Procedure: 
1. Cut up small pieces of glycerin soap into a microwavable bowl
2. Microwave the glycerin soap until completely melted into a liquid state

3. Line a baking pan with wax paper

4. Pour the liquid glycerin soap into the baking pan and lay the pan on a flat area to set up

5. Once the glycerin soap becomes solid again, pull the glycerin soap and wax paper out of the pan and peel down the sides of the wax paper off of the glycerin soap

6. Using fish-shaped cookie cutters, press the cutter down firmly with two hands and pull the shape out

7. Push the soap shape out of the cookie cutter on to a sheet of wax paper

8. Using a wooden skewer, punch a hole through one of the ends and then push a piece of yarn through the hole and tie the ends

1. What other animal shapes could you use to make soap?

2. How is this soap different than the soap you buy in a store?
