Wacky Weekdays
See the World! Egypt

Overview: Youth will learn about the ancient Egyptian culture using various activities, both physical and mentally stimulating. Youth will use their reading comprehension skills to translate phrases from Hieroglyphics to English. Youth will also use their unique artistic ability to create their own personalized ankh. Youth will work together to be the first person to complete the relay race.
Activity: Decorating ankhs
Time: 20 minutes
Objective: Youth will display 
Skills: Decision Making, Relating to others/accepting differences
Procedure: 
1. Set out materials to allow the youth to decorate their ankhs

Reflection:

1. Did the meaning of the ankh affect the way that you decorated it?
2. What are some other symbols that represent life?

Activity: Toilet paper mummy
Time: 20 minutes
Objective: Youth will strategize as to what the fastest way is to mummify their friend. 
Skills: Communicating with others, Healthy life choices, Planning and organizing
Procedure:

1. Split the youth into groups of two

2. Have one youth stand still while the other youth wraps the toilet paper around them
3. After the predetermined amount of time is up, the winner is the team that used up the most paper

4. Have the youth switch positions and do it again

Reflection:

1. If you could do it again, what would you do different?
2. What do you think was the best strategy? 
Activity: Hieroglyphics Contest 
Time: 20 minutes
Objective: Youth will demonstrate basic reading comprehension skills to decipher a foreign alphabet.  
Skills: Learning to learn, Applying technology and science, problem solving
Procedure: 

1. Hand out the Hieroglyphics alphabet key to the each youth participants and the first of four undeciphered message
2. As each youth decipher their message, they will receive a slightly harder new message
Reflection:

1. Was it hard to translate a language that you are not familiar with?
2. How would you feel if you had to do this everyday for your homework?

3. Would you have found it easier if the key was given to you earlier to allow more study time?
Objective: 


Youth will come to be more comfortable with each other and their perception of themselves, while learning about the ancient Egyptian culture. Youth will get to know their fellow group members and form bonds.

Do Ahead:


Ankhs


4 cups flour


1 cup of salt


1 ½ cups water


Knead together until the consistency of clay


Shape into desired shapes


Join edges together by moistening them with a little bit of water 


Bake in oven at 350 degrees F until they are hard and lightly browned (about one hour)
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
