Life’s a Beach –Beach Balls
BACKGROUND 
A beach ball is an inflatable ball for beach and water games. Their large size ball and light weight take little effort to propel; they travel very slowly and generally must be caught with two hands, making them ideal for lazy games and for children. Their lightness and size make them difficult to use in even moderate wind.
WHAT TO DO 
Decorate Beach Ball
1. Give each youth their own beach ball

2. Tell the youth that they have to draw at least 5 things on their ball that they find at the beach.  They also have to write their name on their ball

3. Let the youth decorate their ball

TALK IT OVER 
· How did you decide to decorate your beach ball?

 HELPFUL HINTS
· Having a hand help pump is very helpful incase the youth don’t know how to blow up the ball
· Instead of just telling the youth to decorate their ball, tell them that they have to draw 5 things that they would find at the beach
· Put the markers on a separate table and only allow each youth to have 1 or 2 markers at a time
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
