BACKGROUND 
Music is an art form.  To many people in many cultures, music is an important part of their way of life.  Maracas sometimes called rumba shakers) are a native instrument of Latin America. They are a percussion instruments (idiophones), usually played in pairs, consisting of a dried calabash or gourd shell or coconut shell filled with seeds or dried beans. They may also be made of leather, wood, or plastic 
WHAT TO DO 
Decorate Maracas
1. Hand out a two cups to each youth 
2. Place a bowl with dried beans in it in the center of a table and have the youth count out 50 beans for each of them.  

3. Place the beans in one of the cups

4. Take both of the cups to an adult and have them glue the tops of the two cups together

5. Decorate both maracas

6. When everyone is done, have the youth shake the maracas to the rhythm of a simple song like twinkle twinkle little star
