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Pirates –Hat and Eye Patch
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BACKGROUND 
A pirate is a person who commits warlike acts at sea without the authorization of any nation.  Most pirates wear an oversized hat and some may even wear an eye patch.  
WHAT TO DO 
Eye Patch
1.  Hand out to each youth a piece of foam that has the outline of the eye patch on it
2. Have the youth cut out the eye patch

3. Give each youth a piece of elastic that is long enough to fit around their head 

4. Have them put each end through each of the holes that were punched and tie a knot
5. Decorate the eye patch as they wish

Pirate Hat

1. Give each youth a piece of construction paper which ever color they wish.  
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Have the youth put the paper in front of them so it looks like the figure
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3. Fold the sheet of paper in half
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Fold the top corners down towards the center of the page.
5. Your paper should now look like this
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6. Lift the front bottom flap and fold it up

7. Flip the paper over, then lift the bottom flap and fold it.
8. Decorate the hat

Helpful Hints
1. If the kids use paint on one side of the hat, they will not be able to decorate the other side until the paint dries. 
2. After the youth have folded the paper in half when making the hat, it works best if they mark where the center of the paper is before they fold down the corners
3. Since the eye patches will also have to dry, it helps to give them a small paper plate and put their names on that then they can set the eye patch on the plate.
