Pop Can Casting and Fishing for Treasure
BACKGROUND 
Pop can casting is a very simple way to practice casting and get used to the feeling of releasing the line to prepare for actual fish pole casting.  
Magnets have a special power which enables them to attract things made from iron or steel.  One end of a magnet is called the North Pole and the other end is called the South Pole.  If you bring two north poles together they repel each other, or push each other away.  But if you put a south pole next to a north pole, they jump together because opposite poles attract.  
WHAT TO DO 
Activity: Pop Can Casting

Time: 40 minutes

Objective: Successfully build a pop can rig and accurately cast it to a target.

Procedure: 

1. Give each youth a pop can

2. Measure out 50ft of fishing line and give to each youth

3. Attach the line to the can with a piece of tape

4. Wind the line around the center of the can

5. Attach weights or sinkers to the end of the line

6. Practice casting

Activity: Fishing for treasures

Time: 30 minutes
Background: 

Objective: The youth will learn the basic principles of magnets being attracted to one another.

Procedure:

1. Print out an outline of a fish and put an assortment of numbers on each fish. (1,5,10, 20, 25, 50, 100)

2. Put a paperclip on each fish
3. Mark off an area on the floor with tape

4. Scatter the fish on the floor

5. Each player gets a stick, of which they must attach a string to

6. They must then attach a magnet to the other end of the string

7. The one who picks up the most fish with their fishing magnet is the winner or the one who has the highest total from the number amounts
