WHAT TO DO 
Superhero Symbols
1. Pass out a TP roll, scissors, and paper to each child
2. Have the youth design a superhero symbol such as an initial or a shape, making sure it is not larger than the circumference of the TP roll and cut it out
3. Put the design on one end of the TP roll, if it doesn’t rest on the edges, put it in between a piece of cling wrap
4. Place a piece of cling wrap over the end of the TP roll
5. Take a rubber band and wrap it around the end of the TP roll
6. Take a flashlight and shine it through the end of the TP roll onto a wall and you will see your shape
2 Favorite Activities Evaluation
1. Make a list of all of the projects that were done during the time of the program

2. Pass out markers and paper to each youth

3. Have them choose their two favorite activities they did all summer within our Wacky Weekdays program

4. Have them draw it out on the paper with the markers
5. Collect drawings
