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Tie Scarecrow
BACKGROUND 
A scarecrow is, essentially, a decoy, though traditionally, a human figure (or mannequin) dressed in old clothes and placed in fields by farmers to discourage birds such as crows or sparrows from disturbing and feeding on recently planted seed and growing crops
WHAT TO DO 
Tie Scarecrow
1.  Use string, wool or twist ties to lash your two sticks (or straws) together.
2. Take your tie and cut it about half way.  
3. Fold the tie in half and snip an X in the middle of it.  
4. Push the top of the cross through the X.  The tie now looks like a robe over your cross.
5. From the leftover piece of tie, cut two pieces the length of the scarecrows arms for it's sleeves.  
6. Tie the sleeves onto the arms at the "shoulders"  with wool, string or twist-ties
7. Take straw and stuff into each arm inside of the tie and tie on wrist with yarn.  
8. Once your arms are done, tie a string (or twist tie) around the body as a belt.
9. Take the coffee filter and place 3-4 cotton balls in center and wrap the filter around the cotton balls and tie with yarn. Make sure the head looks proportionate with the rest of the body.  
10. Stick the top of the cross (neck) inside the head.  
11. Use markers to draw on a little face. 
12. Glue on yarn for hair and bangs.
13. Take an 8” piece of tie and tie it around the head for scarf.
