WHAT TO DO 
Cotton Ball Christmas Trees
1. Hand out the construction paper with a circle traced onto it. Have the youth cut out the circle  and then cut up a straight line from the outside edge to the center

2. Make a cone shape. 

3. Staple the cone shape 

4. Glue on cotton balls 

5. Allow youth to decorate as desired.

 Coffee Filter Snowflakes

1. Give each youth a coffee filter

2. Have the youth decorate the filter any way that they wish

3. When the youth have finished decorating, have them fold the coffee filter in half.  Then fold it in half again, and then one more time.  It should look like a slice of pizza

4. Cut out little shapes in the coffee filter

5. Unfold the coffee filter and enjoy the design
