Winter Fun – Paper Plate Penguins and Snowmen
BACKGROUND 
WHAT TO DO 
Paper Plate Penguins
1. Hand out a small paper plate and two large plates to each youth
2. Glue the plates together (top plate (the small one) the bottom edge glued to the top of a large one and the bottom of that large plate to the top of the other large plate

3. Have the youth cut out a hat, two boots, and mittens from construction paper

4. Glue on those pieces

5. Give each youth three buttons and glue them on the middle plate

6. Glue on 2 googly eyes

7. Cut a piece of orange pipe cleaner for the nose and a piece of black pipe cleaner for the mouth and glue them on

8. Color the plates if you wish
 Paper Plate Penguins
1. Give each youth two large paper plates
2. Take one paper plate and cut a U shape into it so the whole middle is gone out of the plate (there should only be about 2-3 inches of a U shape left of the plate)
3. Color the plate (what you didn’t cut out) black
4. Glue that on the top of the plate you didn’t do anything to
5. Take the piece that you cut out and cut a circle out for the head of the penguin
6. Decorate the head and add googly eyes
7. Take and cut out another piece to make the beak
8. Glue the beak onto the head and glue the finished head onto the top of the black piece
