Wacky Weekdays – Summer Fun
BACKGROUND 
A suncatcher or light catcher is a small, reflective glass or nacre piece that is hung indoors at windows to "catch the light" from a nearby source.
WHAT TO DO 
Colored Beads
1. Give each youth a couple of colors of modeling clay and a skewer  
2. Have the youth make beads whatever size they want (a nickel size works well) and with whatever colors they want

3. When they have the bead, they can place the skewer through it
Tissue Paper Butterfly
1. Take two different colors of tissue paper that are about 4 inches by 4 inches

2. Take a pipe cleaner and fold it over the two pieces of tissue paper in the middle

3. Twist the top part of the pip cleaner where the two ends are sticking up to make the antenna 
Sun Catchers

1. Take an 8 X 8 inch piece of tissue paper and fold it in half

2. Cut desired design out of the tissue paper along the folded edge

3. Unfold and you can see the design
Paper Octopus

1. Give each youth a piece of white tag board that is a 12 X 12

2. Have the youth draw an octopus on it minus the legs

3. Decorate the octopus however you would like

4. Cut out the octopus

5. Take a hole punch and put 4 holes along the bottom of the octopus

6. Take 4 pipe cleaners and put them through the holes and bend them in half
