BACKGROUND 
WHAT TO DO 
Paper Plate Animals
1. Give each youth a paper plate
2. Decorate the paper plate as any type of animal that you wish

a. Sheep – glue on cotton ball all over the plate, cut out two legs and a head out of black paper and glue on a googly eye to the head

b. Snake – color the whole plate and then cut in a circle gradually moving towards the center, then add a small googly eye and tongue on to the head

c. Pig -  Color a big plate and a small plate, glue the small plate on the big one, cut out 4 legs, a nose and two ears, glue on eyes and punch a hole and twist a pipe cleaner in it for the tail
d. Fish – Cut out a ¼ of it in a triangle and use it for the tail, color the plate and add googly eyes
Clothespin Caterpillars
1. Hand out a clothespin to each youth
2. Color the clothespin with markers
3. On the top edge glue on 4 or 5 small puff balls
4. Add eyes to the tip of the clothespin where it pinches together
5. Glue on two small pieces of pipe cleaners for the antennas
