BACKGROUND 
WHAT TO DO 
Peanut Butter Bird Feeders
1. Hand out one toilet paper roll to each youth.
2. Pass out butter knives and peanut butter to each youth.

3. Spread the peanut butter completely over the toilet paper roll.

4. Roll the peanut butter covered roll through bird seed.

5. Tie string to the end of the roll with a hole punched in it.
 Black Cats
1. Pass out one paper plate to each youth.
2. Hand out scissors to each youth.

3. Cut the paper plate into a moon shape, and keep both pieces.

4. With the smaller piece, cut out a circle for the cats head.

5. With what is left of the scrap pieces, cut two triangles for the cats ears.

6. Glue the head onto the moon shape, and glue the ears onto the cats head.

7. Paint the cat black.

8. Apply two googly eyes, a puff ball, and pipe cleaners to decorate the cats face.
