BACKGROUND 
WHAT TO DO 
Popsicle Stick Pumpkins
1. Pass out six popsicle sticks to the youth.
2. Glue all sticks together, side by side.

3. While glue is drying, cut out face shapes out of black construction paper, and a stem out of green construction paper.

4. After glue is dry, paint the popsicle sticks with orange paint.

5. Glue face shapes and stem on the painted popsicle sticks.
Peanut Butter Bird Feeders

       1. Hand out one toilet paper roll to each youth.

       2. Pass out butter knives and peanut butter to each youth.

       3. Spread the peanut butter completely over the toilet paper roll.

       4. Roll the peanut butter covered roll through bird seed.

       5. Tie string to the end of the roll with a hole punched in it.
