BACKGROUND 
One can create crafts from objects found around the house.
WHAT TO DO 
Rain Sticks
1. Pass out markers and paper towel tube.
2. Let them color the tube.
3. Then hand out the paper with the circle drawn on it.
4. Have them color the circle with a design or picture of their own.

5. Then instruct the youth to cut out the colored circle.
6. Next, help the kids tape one circle to the end of their colored paper tube.

7. Take a couple handfuls of beans to put in the tube.

8. Tape the remaining circle to the last open end of the rain stick.

9. Shake! 

Toilet Paper Tube Holders
1. Hand out toilet paper tubes, glue, tissue paper, tack-board paper squares, and paintbrushes.

2. Instruct the children to paint glue onto their toilet paper tube section by section.

3. Then have them tear medium sized pieces of tissue paper and place it over the glue.

4. Once the entire outside of the tube is covered with tissue paper, then tell the kids to put beads of glue along the bottom of their tube.
5. Next have them place the square of tack-board paper onto the tube where they put the glue.

6. Let dry.
Evaluation
1. Split the youth up into groups according to their age groups.

2. Hand out pre-prepared evaluation questions.
