BACKGROUND 
One can create crafts from objects found around the house and recyclable objects.
There are plants and fruits in nature that can dye clothes.

WHAT TO DO 
Yarn Letter
1. Hand out cardboard squares.
2. Instruct the youth to draw the letter of their first name on the cardboard, bubble letter style.

3. Then have them cut the letter out.

4. Have the children pick out which color of yarn they want to use and then cut about a 4 foot strand from it.
5. Show them how to wind the yarn around the letter, following the shape of the letter, so that no cardboard is showing between the strands.
6. Have them continue to wind it until the entire letter has a layer of yarn on it.
Tie Dye Backpacks
1. Pass out presoaked backpacks to each child.
2. Instruct the children on how to twist and tie the fabric of the bags with rubber bands. 
3. Next, give the kids gloves and aprons to wear.

4. Then have them dip different sides of the tied backpack into buckets filled with dye.
4. It is easier to do the lighter colors first, then do the darker colors.
5. Next place the backpacks into individual bags and mark with the youths’ names.
6. Let sit for about an hour.
7. Then rinse out the bags.

8. Lastly allow the backpacks to dry.

Do Ahead:


Presoak cotton backpacks (from kit) in ash-water solution.


Mix a half of teaspoon of dye to a gallon of water.


Cut pieces of cardboard into 6 by 6 inch squares.
