Recycling Fun – Windsock and CD Sun catchers
BACKGROUND 

A windsock is a conical textile tube designed to indicate wind direction and relative wind speed. Windsocks typically are used at airports and at chemical plants where there is risk of gaseous leakage. They are sometimes located alongside highways at windy locations.  Windsocks are also popular with children and can have bright and colorful designs. These windsocks are not particularly functional and mostly for decoration, however they can be used as a basic guide to wind direction and speed.
A suncatcher or light catcher is a small, reflective glass or nacre piece that is hung indoors at windows to "catch the light" from a nearby source.
WHAT TO DO 

Windsocks
1. Take a 2 liter bottle and cut the top off where it starts to curve and the bottom off.  There should be a faint line around the bottom of the bottle. 

2. Take a white piece of construction paper and cut it to size so it fits around the piece of the 2 liter bottle that is left.
3. Decorate the paper however you wish

4. Glue the piece of paper onto the bottle

5. Cut pieces of ribbon about 12 inches in length and glue on the bottom half of the bottle.  Make sure to glue them on the inside of the bottle. (About 6 ribbons works well)

6. Punch two holes into the top side of the bottle.  Make sure the holes are across from each other. 

7. Tie a piece of string or yarn in to each hole to be able to hang the windsock from.

CD Suncatcher

1. Give each youth two blank CDs
2. Have the youth color the shiny side of both disks with permanent marker. (The bottom side)

3. When both sides are colored, glue the tops together so the designs can be seen on both sides

4. Tie a piece of string through the middle hole as a hanger

5. Hang in a window
